Currently, there are two full time chaplains; Chaplain Jim Becknall and Chaplain Bryan Allen.  They are available to assist any member, family member, or retired member of the San Jose police Department regardless of religious beliefs. Chaplain Becknall also coordinates the Community Chaplains Program. 
The chaplains take part in many departmental functions such as promotion and graduation ceremonies; they assist during times of crisis and also counsels and supports the San Jose Police community. These chaplains are not on the city payroll.
